· Using AI to support brainstorming when you feel stuck.
· Using AI outputs without acknowledging its use in academic or professional work.
· Using AI to identify gaps in your knowledge and guide further learning.
· Using AI to generate testimonials or case studies that are not real.
· Using AI to improve efficiency while maintaining responsibility for final decisions.
· Using AI to translate content without checking cultural accuracy or tone.
· Using AI to replace human interaction in areas that require empathy (e.g. support roles).
· Using AI to explore different perspectives before making a decision.
· Using AI to create content that could unintentionally spread misinformation.
· Using AI as a tool to enhance your thinking, not replace it.

Why these sit in the middle:
· 3 (summarising before reading)
→ Helpful for overview, risky if used instead of understanding
· 6 (AI replying to customers)
→ Fine with oversight, risky if fully automated
· 8 (website content)
→ Safe if edited and checked, unsafe if copied blindly
· 14 (high volume content)
→ Efficient, but risks quality/authenticity
· 18 (financial advice)
→ Good starting point, not final decision source
· 22 (not acknowledging AI use)
→ Depends on context (education vs business use)
· 26 (translation)
→ Useful, but cultural accuracy matters
· 29 (misinformation risk)
→ Depends on how carefully it’s reviewed
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
